STUDENT WELFARE ACTIVITIES - 2023

1. Report of Yuva Sangam Programme under the initiative of EBSB by NITTTR
Chandigarh

Ministry of Education, Government of India, has conceptualized an initiative of ‘Yuva
Sangam’ under EK Bharat Shreshtha Bharat (EBSB) to strengthen people-to-people connect
and build empathy between youth of the North Eastern States and other States of our country.
This program is being organized in collaboration with various other ministries and departments
such as Culture, Tourism, Railways, Information & Broadcasting, Youth Affairs & Sports,
Home Affairs, Department for Development of North-East Region (DoNER) and IRCTC. The
program is fully funded by Government of India towards travel by flight, train and Bus, free
boarding and lodging and there is no expenditure on the part of visiting students. It is an
excellent initiative taken by Government of India under the visionary leadership of Shri.
Narendra Modi ji. As a pilot initiative, 11 Higher Education Institutions from North
Eastern States and 14 institutions from rest of the country have been paired. NITTTR
Chandigarh was paired with NIT Silchar. Students from Chandigarh were supposed to visit
Silchar and students from Assam were supposed to visit Chandigarh.

NITTTR, Chandigarh prepared the flyer and advertised to all colleges around Chandigarh.
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Total 180 registrations were received by NITTTR Chandigarh in the centralised portal
developed by AICTE, New Delhi and finally 45 students were selected from various colleges
of Chandigarh region (viz. MCM DAYV College, Chandigarh University, Panjab University,
Chitkara University, NITTTR Chandigarh etc.) according to the criteria formulated by Ministry
of Education. The students from Chandigarh visited Silchar, Assam from 23 February, 2023
to 1% March, 2023 and students from Silchar, Assam visited Chandigarh from 27" February,
2023 to 4" March, 2023.
